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"Passenger Safety is Our Priority"

HMRL MD Mr. NVS Reddy at NRSC Safety Week Celebrations

Addressing the National Safety Week celebrations at NRSC (National Remote
Sensing Centre), HMRL MD Mr. NVS Reddy stressed that world-class safety
measures in all aspects have ensured no untoward incidents so far in Hyderabad
Metro. He stated that innovations, modern ideas, and safe engineering practices
have made Hyderabad Metro Rail achieve global safety standards.

Remarkably, there have been no accidents
during or after the construction of the Hyderabad Metro project, whish is a
record. As a result, the prestigious ROSPA Gold Awards, given internationally in
Glasgow, UK, have been awarded to the Hyderabad Metro for three consecutive
years.



Additionally, Hyderabad Metro was the first in India to utilize advanced CBTC
(Communication-Based Train Control) technology, setting an example for other
metro systems in the country. Speaking about NRSC, which is an ISRO affiliate, Mr.
Reddy highlighted its role in prioritizing safety while driving innovation to elevate
India to greater heights.
