Metro MD Sri NVS Reddy explains on the expansion work of the
Metro Rail project in Old City

The contents and titles of the news item published in some newspapers and
broadcast in a few channels today that the “High Court issued stay orders on old
city Metro Rail works” are factually incorrect and misleading, stated HAML MD
Mr.NVS Reddy. He said that no such stay order was given by the Hon’ble High
Court.

He elaborated that in a counter filed earlier in response to a PIL by Act
Public Welfare Foundation (APWF), HAML has submitted to the High Court that
no heritage structure is being touched / demolished in the old city and that the
Metro Rail alignment is far away from Charminar and Falaknuma precincts. On
behalf of HAML, the Additional Advocate General Mr.Imran Khan gave an
assurance to the High Court that no heritage structure would be touched or
demolished.

Thereafter the petitioner and HAML filed additional affidavits and counter
affidavits. In response to the latest additional affidavits filed by the petitioner a
few days ago, the Additional AG sought time for HAML to file it’s response and
the High Court granted 3 weeks time to file a consolidated counter. In it’s order,
the High Court has only stated that interim relief granted, if any, shall remain in
operation till the next date of hearing.

The MD expressed that the High Court orders are being misinterpreted as a
part of a misinformation campaign. He also explained that demolition of affected
structures is going on at a good pace with attractive compensation package to the
owners of the affected properties mostly as consent awards.

Elaborating the challenges involved in carrying out demolition of properties
in old city, he cited very close proximity of buildings almost touching each other
and the presence of intertwined electrical, telecom and other cables as the main
constraints. HAML officials are working day and night to carefully demolish the
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properties which are not heritage structures mostly during nights without any
disruption to the traffic. The MD is appreciative of the hard work put in by HAML
officials, especially women officials, who are patiently convincing the affected
property owners for consent awards and supervising the road expansion works
during night time. He reiterated that appropriate engineering solutions are being
adopted to protect the heritage structures and that as assured to the High Court,
no heritage structure will be touched or demolished.

Mr.NVS Reddy also appreciated the enthusiastic participation of the old city
residents who are happy about the progress of demolitions, debris clearance and
the prospect of early commencement of the long awaited Metro Rail works in old
city. So far about 311 properties have been acquired and an amount of Rs.283 Cr
disbursed towards compensation, he added.
